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Executive summary

On May 22-23, Centropa organized a training seminar for Georgian educators within the project
“Preserving Jewish cemeteries” run by the consortium consisting of ESJF, Foundation for Jewish Heritage
and Centropa. The conference took place in Tbilisi, Georgia. We launched the call for participants in
April and spread it through different channels. The Israeli embassy in Georgia actively supported this
process.

The seminar was opened by the Local coordinator Teona Dalakishvili and Program coordinator
Ninja Stehr. As a special guest, we welcomed Ran Gidor, the Israeli ambassador in Tbilisi who visited
teachers as well as representatives of ESJF online. Participants had a chance to listen to speakers from the
field of Jewish Heritage and participate in interactive group work and discussions. Highlights in the
program included an introduction to the Jewish History and Cemeteries in Georgia by Keti Chikvildaze as
well as a hands-on workshop with Esther Zyskina on Epitaphs. At the Jewish cemetery we had the chance
to put our learned skills to a test and discuss the use of Jewish cemeteries as a source.Most participants
mentioned in the final survey that they did not work with Jewish cemeteries in education prior to
attending the seminar. As it was the project's first year for in person meetings in Georgia, it is promising
that so many people were willing to join the seminar and follow-up work.

After the seminar, we asked all participants to fill out a survey. The following report details the most

important findings.

- 75 % of Participants found the lecture by Keti Chikviladze on the local history of Georgia
particularly useful

- 75 % participants found the lecture of Esther Zheskyna on reading tombstones very useful

- All participants liked the visit to the local cemetery
- Prior to the seminar , participants lacked knowledge about local Jewish heritage. Despite having

more than 30 Jewish sights in the country, most people in Georgia are not aware of them. Hence,
85 % percent of participants noted how fruitful it was to learn about Jewish history and heritage,
and its impact on local culture.

- Some new participants mentioned they had no idea about this knowledge before the seminar and
reiterated their enthusiasm and desire to learn about Jewish communities in their cities and
villages. They highlighted that much of the information about local Jewish heritage was quite new
to them. 75 % mentioned that they learned new methods and are planning to use them in the

classroom.

Quotes:

Collecting the quotes from participants was very inspiring, as it showed how relevant and timely the
seminar was for them. Participants highlighted that the talks were very helpful. Overall, they underlined
the importance of understanding the local Jewish culture and its heritage. As the Jewish community of
Georgia is decreasing in numbers (many cities currently have 0 representation of the Jewish community),
their history is also gradually disappearing. Participants noted the importance on learning from Keti

Chikviladze about the local history. Below are some of the quotations from the final survey.
